This document shall serve as a Membership agreement for organizations collaborating to create and operate the Southeast Michigan Health Information Exchange (SEMHIE). SEMHIE is a Michigan non-profit membership corporation. This shall serve as a non-binding document to illustrate the scope of commitment to be expected for member organizations who wish to engage in this collaborative effort.

Mission, Vision, and Goals

The Southeast Michigan Healthcare Information Exchange will advance the

implementation of an integrated, interoperable health information exchange across the

region, supporting the data needs of physicians, health systems/hospitals, patients,

employers, health plans and other regional constituents. The exchange will provide a

platform for the delivery and sharing of electronic health information in a secure and

timely manner to authorized users across organizational boundaries. The SEMHIE

stakeholders are dedicated to:

• Enhancing patient care quality and safety

• Increasing effectiveness and efficiency of healthcare delivery

• Reducing healthcare costs

Rationale for Membership
SEMHIE Members will have access to a unique environment in which to address common healthcare goals that can improve the quality of care, increase wellness, and reduce costs. Through many studies, interoperable health information technology has been shown to directly support efforts to improve quality, decrease unnecessary costs, and save lives. This will result in a healthier population and increase the competitiveness of Southeast Michigan.

Commitment

Membership will require active representation by your organization. Each member representative will bring the perspective of his/her stakeholder group, and will also represent the leadership of their respective organization. This requires that organizational executives are briefed on key developments and that those perspectives and opinions are shared back to the SEMHIE working groups as appropriate.

Objectives: Southeast Michigan-Healthcare Information Exchange

· Establish a sustainable, self-sufficient business model for the SE Michigan Health Information Exchange that aligns costs with benefits to stakeholders

· Provide for secure, private and efficient cross-institutional exchange of clinical and administrative health data to:
· Enhance physicians’ and other healthcare providers’ ability to access and use electronic health information and decision support tools to facilitate appropriate care and improve patient safety

· Foster improvement in clinical and administrative healthcare processes through the sharing of healthcare data

· Build the foundation to provide future support for patient education, issues affecting personal health and public health surveillance reporting
· Create a secure, ubiquitous, interoperable health information technology infrastructure consistent with state and federal standards/guidelines, where applicable

· Implement a technology infrastructure that provides for proper security, authorization of users, and indexing of patient information from multiple sources

· Drive the adoption of policies and technical standards to facilitate data gathering, information sharing and decision-making while protecting patient privacy
· Link to national and regional efforts through use of a common trust framework, business and operating rules, technical infrastructure, and governance models for federated identity management and interoperability
· Develop and maintain an environment of trust among stakeholders
